Task 1. INTERNATIONAL STYLE MODERNISM

The center of modern architecture in Europe was the Bauhaus, a design school in
Germany established in 1919 by architect Walter Gropius. In 1932 an exhibition held at the new
Museum of Modern Art in New York featured the work of Gropius and other European
architects who had defined the modernist design philosophy, including Mies Van der Rohe and
Le Corbusier. The organizers of the exhibition, museum curator Philip Johnson and architectural
historian Henry Hitchcock, prepared a small book to accompany it. Both the book and the
exhibition were entitled “The International Style: Architecture Since 1922”. They introduced the
American public to the new European approach to design. Although the initial public reaction to
the International Style was not overly enthusiastic, the power of Johnson and Hitchcock's
arguments in its favor gradually gained it broader acceptance. In the book they defined
International Style modernism, discussing its rejection of historical styles and applied ornament
and its emphasis on pure utilitarian functionalism. International Style architects favored enclosed
spatial volumes over opaque enclosing materials, smooth industrial finishes (especially metals
and glass), and open, nonsymmetrical plans without any dominant

Task 1: SAVING THE TAJ MAHAL

Many things, some unprintable, have been said by outsiders about the oil and gas industry.
This is the first time in memory it might be called Caretaker of the World's Most Famous Tomb.

Is there a school child anywhere who does not instantly recognize the Taj Mahal, the
magnificent building that represents at a glance India to the world? Photos depicting the white
marble mausoleum Shah Jahan ordered 20,000 workers to build during 1630-53 as a tribute to
the memory almost is a travel brochure cliche.

Located on the Jumna River near Agra, the Taj Mahal features a fusion of Hindu and
Muslim architectural styles. In a country with such a troubled history of religious strife,that's an
ironic counterpoint or symbol of hope, depending on your level of cynicism.

It survived those troubles as well as being ransacked in the 18th century.

Now the Taj faces a different threat, one the oil and gas industry is helping to counter. Air
pollution from industrial and automotive emissions is corroding the facades - each inlaid with
semiprecious stones of the Taj Mahal. The government has outlined a 10-point programme
aimed at saving the symbol of India from air pollution. The programme includes introducing
cleaner fuels and cutting industrial emissions.

Under the programme, industrial facilities in the area surrounding the Taj will receive
greater volumes of clean burning liquefied petroleum gas. Meantime, Gas Authority of India is
drawing up a plan to expand its gas distribution grid in the Agra area to deliver 21 MMcfd of
natural gas to area industries. The natural gas and LPG will help wean industrial plants, notably
the cast iron foundries at Agra and glass plants at Ferozebad, from the coal and heavy, high
sulfur fuel oil they burn in manufacturing processes that are major sources of pollution afflicting
the Taj.

In addition, the programme calls for introduction of low lead gasoline and low sulfur diesel
in the Agra area, presumably to be supplied by Indian Oil Corporation’s nearby 156,000 b/d
Mathura refinery. The refinery also is to install a hydrocracker to intensify environmental
management programmes, including looking at burning cleaner fuels onsite for power and
process needs.

Petroleum Minister Satish Sharma said the programme is only a beginning in the industry's
commitment to preserving the pristine beauty of the Taj Mahal and its surroundings.



There are other national treasures and monuments threatened by air pollution — the
Acropolis and Italy's palaces and churches come immediately to mind — that perhaps the
international oil and gas industry could "adopt" with such environmentally friendly initiatives.

Text 2: FROM THE HISTORY OF AMERICAN ARCHITECTURE

American architecture is the architecture that developed in the European colonies in
America and subsequently in the United States. This development covers a period of almost five
centuries, beginning with the establishment of Saint Augustine in Florida in 1565, English
settlement along the Atlantic Coast in 1585, and Spanish settlement in New Mexico in 1598.
Settlers from France, Sweden, the Netherlands, Germany, and other countries arrived in the
1600s.

The full history of building in what became the United States reaches back 10,000 years,
but European settlers almost universally ignored the many building traditions of Native
American peoples. Over the five centuries after European arrival, transplanted European
building traditions were gradually reshaped and redefined. They emerged as distinctly American
building traditions by the early 19th century. Each of the European colonies in North America
developed its own building tradition.

In the 1800s innovations in technology and the spread of railroads made possible the rapid
growth of the Midwest and West. Mass-produced building parts, manufactured in the East, could
be ordered from catalogs and shipped West by rail. A major fire in 1871 destroyed downtown
Chicago and offered building opportunities for American architects, who over the next 25 years
developed the first skyscrapers. This new building type, devised in the United States, influenced
architecture around the world from the late 1800s into the 2000s. During the 20th century
architects and entrepreneurs vied to build the tallest skyscraper - a contest that continues today.
Another unique building type developed in America was the single-family suburban house, a
detached or stand-alone building, as opposed to the attached or semiattached suburban house
popular elsewhere. It, too, influenced architecture outside the United States.

The emigration of European architects in the 1930s and 1940s brought European
modernism to the United States, and in the second half of the 20th century America became a
major architectural force. By the late 1900s and early 2000s American architects worked around
the globe, while architects from Japan and Spain, to mention only two examples, received
commissions for major public buildings in the United States.
